5.1. Temperature adjustment button
Internal temperature of your refrigerator
varies depending on the following
reasons:

« Seasonal temperatures,

«  Opening the door frequently and
leaving it open for long periods,

« Meals put into the refrigerator
without being cooled to room
temperature,

« Location of the refrigerator in the
room (e.g. exposed to sunshine).

to these factors can be adjusted via the
adjustment button.

5.2. Ice bucket

(Optional)

5.4. Vegetable bin

(Optional)

Product’s vegetable bin is designed to
keep vegetables fresh by preserving
humidity. For this purpose, the overall
cold air circulation is intensified in the
vegetable bin.

5.5 Deep freezer details

As per the IEC 62552 (Protection
degree 42, Protection class 1)
standards, the freezer must have the
capacity to freeze 4,5 kg of food items
at -18°C or lower temperatures in 24
hours for each 100 litres of freezer
compartment volume.

Food items can only be preserved

for extended periods at or below
temperature of -18°C.

You can keep the foods fresh for
months (in deep freezer at or below
temperatures of 18°C).

The food items to be frozen must not
contact the already-frozen food inside
to avoid partial defrosting.

Boil the vegetables and filter the water
to extend the frozen storage time.
Place the food in air-tight packages
after filtering and place in the freezer.
Bananas, tomatoes, lettuce, celery,
boiled eggs, potatoes and similar food
items should not be frozen. In case
this food rots, only nutritional values
and eating qualities will be negatively
affected. A rotting threatening human
health is not in question.

5.7 Changing the opening
direction of the door

You can change the direction of
opening of your refrigerator depen-
ding on the location where you use
it. When you need this, consult the
closest Authorized Service.

5.8 Interior light

If interior light uses a LED type lamp.
Contact the authorized service for any
problems with this lamp.

5.9 Defrosting

a)Fridge compartment

The fridge compartment defrosts
automatically. The defrost water runs to
the drain tube via a collection container
at the back of the appliance. During
defrosting, water droplets may from

at the back of the fridge compartment
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where a concealed evaporator is located.
Some droplets may remain on the

liner and refreeze when defrosting is
completed. Do not use pointed or sharp-
edged objects such as knives or forks to
remove the droplets which have refrozen.
If, at any time, the defrost water does not
drain from the collection channel, check
that no food particles have blocked the
drain tube. The drain tube can be cleared
with a pipe-cleaner or similar implement.
Check that the tube is permanently
placed with its end in the collecting tray
on the compressor to prevent the water
spilling on the electric installation or on
the floor.

b) Freezer compartment

Defrost twice a year or when a frost
layer of around 7 (1/4”) mmhas
formed. To start the defrosting
procedure, switch off the appliance

at the socket outlet and pull out

the mains plug. All food should be
wrapped in several layers of paper and
stored in a cool place (e.g. fridge or
larder). Containers of warm water may
be placed carefully in the freezer to
speed up the defrosting.

Do not use pointed or sharp-edged
objects, such as knives or forks to
remove the frost.

Never use hairdryers, electrical heaters
or other such electrical appliances for
defrosting.

Sponge out the defrost water
collected in the bottom of the freezer
compartment. After defrosting, dry
the interior thoroughly (picture 8 &

9). Insert the plug into the wall socket
and switch on the electricity supply.
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ﬂ Maintenance and cleaning

Product life extends if it is cleaned
regularly

WARNING: Cut off power before
cleaning your refrigerator.

- Do not use sharp and abrasive tools,
soap, house cleaning materials,
detergents, gas, gasoline, varnish and
similar substances for cleaning.

Melt a teaspoonful of carbonate in the
water.

« Take care to keep water away from the
lamp’s cover and other electrical parts.

Remove all contents to remove the
door and body racks. Remove the door
racks by lifting them upwards. Clean
and dry the shelves, then attach back in
place by sliding from above.

Do not use chloric water or cleaning
products on the exterior surface and
chrome-coated parts of the product.
Chlorine causes rust in such metal
surfaces.

6.1. Preventing malodour

The product is manufactured free of any

odorous materials. However, keeping

the food in inappropriate sections and

improper cleaning of internal surfaces
may lead to malodour.

To avoid this, clean the inside with

carbonated water every 15 days.

- Keep the foods in sealed holders.
Micro-organisms may spread out
of unsealed food items and cause
malodour.

Do not keep expired and spoilt foods
in the refrigerator.
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Tea is one of the best known
odour-removers.

Place the pulp of the brewed tea
in the product inside an open
container and remove it after 12
hours at the latest. If you keep
the tea pulp inside the product
for longer than 12 hours, it

will collect the organisms that
cause the odour so it can be the
source of odour itself.

6.2. Protecting plastic surfaces
Oil spilled on plastic surfaces may
damage the surface and must be
cleaned immediately with warm water.

6.3. Door glass

For routine cleaning works, it is
recommended to use water-based
cleaning products that are non-alkali
and non-abrasive.

In order to increase the durability of
this glass against impact and breaking,
it has gone through a tempering
process.
