Even if you're an experienced rider, read all of the safety instruction in this manual before
operating product. Remember that whenever you ride this electric scooter you risk injury from loss of
control, collisions, and falls. When entering into public spaces always comply with the local laws and
regulations. As with other vehicles, faster speeds require longer braking distance. Sudden braking on
low traction surfaces could lead to wheel slip, or falls. Be cautious and always keep a safe distance
between you and other people or vehicles when riding. Be alert and slow down when entering
unfamiliar areas. In places without laws comply with the safety guidelines outlined in this manual.

By starting to use this product, the user assumes the risk of damage to health and even death, as
well as liability for damage, to third parties as a result of use. Manufacturer is not responsible for
any property damage, personal injury/death, accidents, or legal disputes caused by violations of the
safety instructions.

Do not allow anyone to ride your electric scooter on his/her own unless they have carefully read this
manual and followed instructions. The safety of new riders is your responsibility. Assist new riders
until they are comfortable with the basic operation of the electric scooter. Make sure each rider wears
a helmet and other protective gear.

Do not modify the electric scooter. Failure to follow recommended precautions and procedures
could result in severe injury or death. Always comply all safety precautions and follow all operation,
inspection and maintenance procedures. Follow the traffic regulations in your country and keep this
manual in a safe place. Users take their own risk to operate this product. This manual should be
considered part of the product and remain with it if sold.

Do not use this product if you have/ had following condition: heart disease, pregnant, sick, not
physically fit, have cardiac pacemaker, have/ had a head; back; neck disease, or had surgery or any
other illness that can cause death or injury by the nature of operating this electric scooter. Evaluate
your physical and mental condition, and comply all safety precautions. Any improper operation can
cause electric scooter to lose control and lead to physical injury or death. Use this electric scooter at
your own risk. This electric scooter provider or manufacture is not responsible for any loss of personal
property or injury or death caused by improper operation.

To reduce risk of injury, you must read and follow all notices in this document. Do not ride at an
unsafe speed. Under no circumstance should you ride on roads with motor vehicles. Always follow
these safety instructions:

A. People who should not ride the electric scooter include:
i. Anyone under the influence of alcohol or drugs.
ii. Anyone who suffers from disease that puts them at risk if they engage in strenuous physical
activity.
iii. Anyone who has problems with balance or with motor skills that would interfere with their ability
to maintain balance.
iv. Anyone whose weight is outside the stated limits (see Specifications).
v. Pregnant women.
vi. Children under the age of 14 years old.
B. Riders under the age of 18 years old should ride under adult supervision.

C. Comply with local laws and regulations when riding this product. Do not ride where prohibited by
local laws.

D. To ride safely, you must be able to clearly see what is in front of you and you must be clearly
visible to others.
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E. Do not ride in the snow, in the rain, or on roads which are wet, muddy, icy, or that are slippery for
any reason. Do not ride over obstacles (sand, loose gravel, or sticks). Doing so could result in a
loss of balance or traction and could cause a fall.

Only one person at a time is allowed on the electric scooter. Freehand driving is forbidden. It is
forbidden to hold onto other vehicles (e.g. a car) while driving the electric scooter. Do not drive the
electric scooter under influence, such as alcohol, drug or any other kinds of medication.

Please obey local traffic laws and regulations if situation is different.

Practice this product in a wide and private area before ride it to anywhere else. For the joy of riding,
this product is very sensitive, be sure to follow the instructions in this manual to avoid personal injury.
Check local laws and regulations, in some area this product is not allowed to be use. Always wear
appropriate protective gear when using this product, such as sports shoes, gloves, qualified helmet,
elbow pads and knee pads, long-sleeved cloths and jeans. Do not barefoot or wear slippers and
sandals. Make sure the laces are fastened and stay out of the wheel and driving system.

Before each ride check for loose fasteners and damaged components. If the electric scooter makes
abnormal sounds or signals an alarm, immediately stop riding and contact authorized service center.
Always check following before each ride: (all parts needs to be replaced if damaged)

Make sure the brake system is functioning properly.

Make sure all parts are in place and well fastened as manufacturing original setting.
— Ensure that the tyre pressure, tyre tread is normal and no damage to the tyre.

— Make sure that the front and rear lights are properly lit.

— Make sure all warning labels are intact and can be read by the user.

— Always use original components for maintenance and repair by authorized dealer.

Scan both far ahead and in front of your electric scooter — your eyes are your best tool for safely
avoiding obstacles and low traction surfaces (including, but not limited to, wet ground, loose sand,
loose gravel, and ice).

Do not use this product in the following conditions: night or low visibility environment, rainy, fog, snow,
mud, sand, gravel, dirt, wet weather or any other potentially danger environment. Always be beware
of obstacles that may get stuck in the wheel, force the vehicle to a violent stop or out of control.

Avoid bumps on the road, and avoid pedestrians, children or animals and other vehicles (Such as
skateboards, bicycles, etc.). This product is recommended for user’s height between 140~190cm.
The maximum load of this product is 100KG, do not overload. Adding load on the handlebar will affect
the stability of the vehicle, do not adding load beside riders hand. When using this product, if you feel
uncomfortable, stop immediately.

Do not touch the motor, disc brakes, shock absorber and any rotating parts of this electric scooter,
avoid clamping injury. Motor and brake will generate a lot of heat after running at high speed, DO
NOT TOUCH, to avoid personal injury such as burns.

Do not use this product for performances, competitions or any dangerous actions. This product is not
designed for stunt rides.

This product has designed to be waterproof within the reasonable range of use. However, please
avoid the water as far as possible. Prevent motor and other electronic components from entering
water. Short-circuiting can cause unpredictable risk; if soaked in water, stop using and air dry in the
open space. Have authorized service center to check if it can be operate again.

Do not attempt to charge your electric scooter if the charger or the power outlet is wet. Please read
the user manual before charging the battery.
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As with any electronic device, use a surge protector when charging to help protect your electric
scooter from damage due to power surges and voltage spikes. Only use this electric scooter supplied
charger. Do not use a charger from any other different products, brands or models.

Use only original and approved parts and accessories. Do not modify your electric scooter.
Modifications to you could interfere with the operation of the electric scooter, could result in serious
injury and/or damage, and could void the Limited Warranty.

Children should not play with the electric scooter or parts of it nor should cleaning or maintenance
be done by children. The use of the machine results in the transmission of vibrations throughout the
driver’s body.

SPEED: shows the actual operating speed while driving.

BATTERY INDICATOR: there are 5 dot lights to indicate the
battery level. With the consumption of the battery, the lights will
change from right to left in the order of lighting, flashing and
extinguishing. When the capacity is very low, the 5 lights will be
completely extinguished, and the scooter will stop.

BATTERY INDICATOR

BATTERY CHARGE

Open the connector input cover and connect the charger. Once the loading is finished, remember to
close this lid.




3. RIDE AND SAFETY

A learning process is necessary for the use of this device. A use of it without a correct learning
process can cause injuries. Use protections to prevent damage. Once you complete these steps you
can turn on the electric scooter:

BRAKE ADJUSTMENT

Before every ride check brakes. If you feel the brake is too tight, use the hex wrench
counterclockwise to loosen the screws on the pressure plate on the disc brake seat, release the
brake line to shorten slightly the exposed length and tighten the screws of the pressure plate. If you
feel that the brake is too loose, release the screws on the pressure plate, drag the brake cable to
slightly lengthen the length and then lock the screws on the pressure plate.

WARNING! When hard braking, you risk serious injury due to loss of traction and falls. Maintain a
moderate speed and look out for potential hazards.

BAR ADJUSTMENT

If you feel that the bar is not tight enough, use the hex wrench to tighten the two screws in the folding
mechanism.
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INFLATION OF WHEELS

If you notice that you need more air pressure in the wheels, use an inflation system to adjust the
pressure. CAUTION: Excessive pressure could cause the wheel to burst.

USE

Keep one foot on the board and one foot on the ground. Immerse yourself with your foot on the
ground, when the speed reach to 3km/h start accelerating. Keep another foot on the board and
accelerate appropriately or maintain a certain speed. This action is necessary to start the march, for
your safety.

CONSTANT SPEED

If you keep the accelerator pressed, the speed will be fixed, for greater comfort of travel. To cancel
this function press the accelerator again and activate the brake bit.
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FOLDING AND TRANSPORTATION

Before folding the electric scooter, make sure it is off, open the locking lever, bend the electric scooter
and hook the handlebar part to the rear fender hook.

Once folded hold the electric scooter by the bar to transport it

A Warnings: failure to follow these instructions could lead to serious injury.

« DO NOT ride the electric scooter in the rain.

+ DO NOT get wet.
Watch your head when passing through doorways.
Keep your speed between 3.1-6.2 mph (5-10 km/h) when you ride through speed bumps,
elevator door stills, bumpy roads or other uneven surfaces. Slightly bend your knee to better adjust
mentioned surfaces.

* DO NOT keep your feet on the rear fender.
* DO NOT press the throttle when walking with the electric scooter.

* We do not recommend the use on public roads
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* Never turn violently when driving fast
* Do not start or stop suddenly

+ Make sure the speed of the electric scooter is safe for you and others and be ready to stop at any
time while it is running

* When driving the electric scooter, please stay at a distance from others to avoid collisions

* When you turn you must use the center of gravity of your body; the violent change in the center of
gravity can cause damage

* Routinely check the bearings for moisture and dirt. Dry and clean the bearings. If necessary,
grease the bearings after cleaning. Only sue suitable lubricants for this purpose. Also check the
steering position to ensure this product is safe.

* No modifications other than to the manufacturer’s instructions shall be made

* Note indicating when self-locking nuts and other self-locking fixings can lose their effectiveness

* Avoid driving on steep slopes

4. CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

This electric scooter can be used as a means of transport and as such requires maintenance of all
its components, which suffer wear and tear due to the use of the same and is not covered by the
warranty.

CLEANING

Make sure the electric scooter is powered OFF, the charge cable is unplugged, and the rubber

cap on the charge port is tightly sealed before cleaning; otherwise you may damage the electronic
components. Always disconnect the product from the charger first, cover the charging waterproof
plug, turn off the power of the product, and avoid fluid contact with the battery, motor and other
electronic parts during cleaning to avoid unforeseen hazard. Do not use a high pressure water jet to
clean the product or soak it in water.

To clean the electric scooter, use a damp cloth. If you need to scrape dirt, use a soft brush and then a
damp cloth.

Be sure to keep the skid off while cleaning and make sure you cover the load inlet to avoid problems
with the electronic components.

Do not use alcohol, gasoline, kerosene or other volatile or corrosive chemical components. This can
damage both the appearance and the internal structure of the electric scooter. Also, do not use a
pressure water gun or running water.

CONSERVATION

Store the electric scooter in a cool, dry environment when not in use. Avoid leaving it outside, since it
is not manufactured for use in wet areas, near corrosive agents such as seawater, ports, etc. It is also
not recommended to expose it to high temperatures caused by direct sunlight for a long time.
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5. BATTERY HANDLING AND PROHIBITED
ACTIONS

Do not use other models or brands of batteries, use only original battery.

Do not place the battery in an environment with high temperatures higher than 50°C or lower than -20°C
(for example, do not place the electric scooter inside a car trunk in summer), and do not put the battery in
places near the fire. Otherwise, it may cause battery failure, overheating and even the risk of fire.

Avoid completely discharging the batteries, it is better to charge them while there is still power in
them. This will prolong the life of the battery. Also if you drive the electric scooter in very cold or warm
areas, you can decrease the time of use of the batteries. It is not a failure of the batteries, but it is
their normal behavior.

When not in use for more than 30 days, fully charge and store in a cool, dry place and fully charge
the battery every 60 days. Failure to follow these steps could damage the battery, and this damage is
not covered by the warranty.

It is forbidden to disassemble the battery compartment. Only its manipulation in Official Technical
Services or adhered Workshops is allowed.

Use only the original charger to charge, otherwise there is a risk of damage or fire.

Inadequate disposal of used batteries can cause serious environmental contamination. Observe local
regulations when disposing of this battery pack.

After each use, recharge the battery, this will lengthen the life of the battery.

Do not leave the
device unattended while charging.

Don’t charge if the charge port or charge cable is wet.
Don’t charge or use your battery if it is damaged or see trace of water.

The charging interface is provided with special slot. Do not force the connector to be inserted, which
can cause damage to the device.

The charger has a charging indicator as shown in picture figure 5.

The charger indicator is red when the battery is charging. The indicator is green, when charging
completed.

Remove the charger when charger indicator is green. Overcharge or over discharge will cause
irreversible damage to the battery or property loss. If the charger indicator turned green immediately
while charging after riding, please disconnect the charger and allows the battery to cool down before
recharge. This is the normal phenomenon of intelligent protection due to the high internal temperature
of the battery. Charging can begin after the battery cools down.

Stop charging and disconnect the charger, if the battery is not fully charged after the following
recommended period of time. Contact customer service for further information.

The charging port must be covered by attached rubber cap after each charging.
Always take extra care while handling the battery.

Stop using the battery if the battery becomes abnormally hot, or has odor, discoloration, deformation,
or other abnormal condition is detected during use, charge, or storage.

The battery can be used within the following temperature ranges. Don’t exceed these ranges.
Operating Temperature: -10-60°C (Battery performance vary by temperature)

Charging Temperature: 10-45°C

Storage & Transportation Temperature: -10-45°C

Storage Humidity: 10-80%

7. Common troubleshooting methods

Fault 1: The motor does not work Arrangement method:
after the power is turned on 1. The battery wiring is loose
2. The motor wiring plug is loose \ disconnected
3. The throttle is faulty.
Fault 2: The battery does not Arrangement method:
charge 1. The plug is not properly inserted
2. The charger is damaged
3. The battery wiring is loose.
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Fault 3: Insufficient mileage after
charging

Arrangement method:
1. Insufficient charging, fully charge the battery

2. Uphill and heavy headwinds, heavy load, poor road
surface and low temperature

Fault 4: Speed is too low

Arrangement method:
1. The battery voltage is too low, fully charge the battery.

Fault 5: The brake is not working

Arrangement method:
1. The brake cable is too long, re-tighten the brake cable.
2. If the brake pad is damaged, replace the original one.

When malfunction is detected, please contact an authorized service center. Do not repair or modify
scooter by yourself, this can cause guarantee limitations and injuries.
